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About the Delegate Nomination Process

Rather than voters directly electing the candidate, their votes are translated into delegates that are distributed
according to the level of support those candidates receive. Each state receives a certain number of delegates
according to a formula agreed upon in advance of the convention, Those dele gates are selected by rules formulated
at the state level in keeping with national guidelines. In addition, there are different types of delegates from each
state, Some are elected officeholders and party leaders, some are elected at the district level, and some are elected
at the state level, such as elected by other delegates or given by committee. Most (around four-fifths) of the
delegates already "pledged” to candidates based on their state's voting in the primary, so the nominee could be
known in advance. However, there are complicating factors, such as delegates that have not pledged their
allegiance to a candidate, as well as rules governing how delegate votes are allocated when candidates drop out of
the race, Once a candidate locks up a majority of the dele gates, they can receive the party nomination.

The allocation of delegates to the Democratic National Convention is determined as follows:

BASE DELEGATES Each stated (including the District of Columbia) is awarded a number of delegates to the
national convention based on its share of the total Democratic popular vote and its share of the electoral vote in the
three most recent presidential elections, 75% of these delegates are allocated as district delegates (chosen in each
congressional district in a state) and the emaining 25% as at-large delegates (chosen state-wide). 3,075 total

PLEDGED "PLEO" (Party Leaders and Elected Officials) DELEGATES The fifty states and the District of
Columbia are awarded a nomber of delegates equal to 15% of their number of base delegates to be filled by party
leaders and elected officials.
